TERMS & CONDITIONS

ALL Cadets are required to attend the COURSE ORIENTATION session before being permitted
to begin the playing element of membership. The lead family member(s) must attend this session
too and sign to acknowledge understanding of the session's outcomes and use of resources
provided (pocket guide books, pitch mark repairer, divot bag etc.)

ALL Cadets must play from the tee assigned by their PGA Coach. These tees are for play on the
front 9 holes only. Play on the back 9 is not permitted.

ALL Cadets will sign in before playing. ALL participants are advised to sign back in after their round.

Tee times will be restricted to after 10.30am Mon-Fri and after 3.00pm at weekends in summer,
1.00 pm winter.

Adults that are not members of the GC can play alongside their Cadet member son/daughter
foragreenfee of £7.50 for 9 holes. There will be a limit on the number of rounds per adult. Adults
looking to play will be asked to notify the Pro shop at least a day in advance.

Cadets are the full responsibility of their parent/guardian and assigned lead family member(s)
at all times when at Hagley Golf Club. Hagley Golf Club only assumes such responsibility when
the Cadet is participating in formal coaching, or events, organised and led by Hagley Golf Club
employees.

ALL Cadets and their lead family member are required to complete the Hagley Golf Club code of
conduct and associated forms and return them to James Green, PGA Professional.
